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Refereed Option - Conference Papers - Instructions for Authors

Authors for the InterCarto/ InterGIS 12 conference can elect to have their conference paper refereed. When you submit your abstract, please indicate if you wish your conference paper to be refereed. 

Guidelines provided below are only applicable to refereed papers.

Refereeing process: 
Authors can forward conference papers by the due date for blind refereeing by two referees. The refereeing will comply with normal refereed conference paper standards. Referees will review papers against the criteria listed below, and make recommendations for changes and improvement where appropriate. They will also recommend whether or not the paper should be accepted for presentation and inclusion as a refereed publication or a non-refereed publication. There will be an opportunity for authors to revise their papers based on reviewers' comments and resubmit.

Full papers submitted for double blind review are expected to meet these criteria:

· Clarity, coherence and organisation of writing

· Relevant to conference theme

· Relevance and utility to participants

· Contribution to scholarship and/or new or innovative practice

· Reflects current research or practice within a theoretical framework

· Demonstrates appropriate application of research methodology.

Authors advised: For refereed papers only, your completed paper must be submitted by 1 June, 2006. You will be advised whether your paper has been accepted as a refereed publication by 22 June, 2006. Final copy due: The revised and formatted refereed paper is due on 1 July, 2006. Publication: The paper will be published, according to the formatting required for all papers, in the InterCarto proceedings prior to the conference.
